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Formative Evaluation Design and Procedures

Materials needed

· Two copies of screen printouts of the instruction for the one-to-one evaluation

· One copy of screen printout of the sitemap for tracking time to complete

· List of questions for the designer to ask during the one-to-one evaluation

· Attitude questionnaire

· Printed copies of pretest and posttest when completed.

One to one evaluation

1. 
Set up a PUCC-Lab computer.

Download and install two versions of Netscape

1.2 
Download and install the Web TV Viewer

1.3 
Download and install Browserola

1.4 
Download and install two versions of Internet Explorer

2. 
Procure a learner and set up a time to go through the instruction.

1.1 
Brief the learner on what you want them to do.

1.2 
Since this is on-line instruction, have the learner go through the instruction on-line and mark comments and suggestions on screen printouts.

3.
Sit with the learner as he/she goes through the instruction and use a printout of the site map to keep track of times to complete instruction

4. 
Designer should also ask learner questions about the clarity and sequence of the instruction as they progress through the lesson and make notes and corrections on a copy of screen printouts.

5.
The learner should print out the pretest and posttest after the completing them and turn them in.

6.
After the learner completes the instruction, the designer should have the learner complete a questionnaire.

Note: The designer should sit through this process with someone in the lab and also someone at home.

Small Group Evaluation

1.
Get eight EDCI graduate students to volunteer. 

1.1
Have four of the students complete the instruction at home.

1.2
Have four of the students complete the instruction on PUCC-Lab machines that have been set up for the instruction.

1.3
Have the students turn in printouts of the pretest and posttest.

1.4
Have the students fill out the questionnaire and note any difficulties or problems.

Field Trial

1
Ask the client to include this instruction in EDCI 571 next fall.

2.
Have the students turn in printouts of the pretest and posttest.

3.
Have the students fill out the questionnaire and note any difficulties, problems, or suggestions.

4.
Have the instructor fill out a questionnaire and note any difficulties, problems, or suggestions.

Formative Evaluation in the Performance Context

1.
After a suitable amount of time has passed, contact the students who went through the one-to-one and small-group evaluations and ask if they have had opportunity to use the skills taught by this instruction.

2.
Have the EDCI 571 instructor evaluate how effectively the students have utilized this instruction in their design projects.
